The reformation was created to: - work with other agencies to develop and encourage new and exciting projects and to facilitate creativity, growth, progress and success in the regeneration process in our area. The association holds bi monthly meetings for the membership and weekly committee meetings to exchange information and put forward ideas/proposals in respect of Albert Road and the surrounding streets. We share this information with our partners including Portsmouth City Council and the police through our minutes as part of the process to understand our needs.


Albert Road is a unique shopping area and it’s linier mile sits in the heart of Southsea. It is made up of 180 independent traders with quirky retro boutiques, antique shops, a theatre a music venue, hair and tattoo salon’s, 2 schools and 2 faith churches, a community centre, post office, travel agent and a passport and visa office, oh and of course the usual watering holes.

The area as a whole supports a demographic variable ethnicity, and as such it is noted for its cosmopolitan atmosphere.

 An eccentric cluster of Antiques, Decorative Arts, Vintage and Retro shops can be found in the heart of Southsea’s theatre land at the west end of Albert Road.

 First up –Rokii offers style for the younger creative types who love something different, colourful and trendy retro. 

No 1. Dress Code. Vintage and alternative are their speciality with accessories for men and women, boys and girls. 

No 3. Tango Tea an emporium of the unusual. It hosts an eclectic mix of antiques, vintage to present day collectables, decorative arts, original ephemera, costume jewellery, clothing and fashion accessories. We also exhibit at stand N11 @ NEC Antiques for Everyone. A bespoke picture framing service to Gallery and Museum standards in encompassed within the store.

No 4. Dead Man’s Glory a vintage treasure trove with a large selection of affordable alternative clothing for men and women.  DMG has the community at its core by stocking items of clothing from local designers who rework vintage clothing. Check out the jaw dropping sign by Gemma May to see what we mean. 

18a. Parmiter’s are a successful Architectural Antiques Shop specializing in pine and period cast iron fireplaces, garden statuary and unusual items.  There are also hidden treasure to be found in house and on the web at Design Explosion full of  lots of 1960’s treats for those with a taste for the different. 

No 28. Rothery’s   Military and Naval Antiques.  Including Medals, Guns, Swords, German items and books on Royal Navy, Royal Air force and the Army. 

No 38. King’s Antiques offer small antiques including silver, oriental items and clocks.

No 42.  Hideout a newly formed store full of retro/ label named clothing and accessories from the1960’s to present day adds to the eclectic mix of Albert Road.

No 69. Southsea Models and Games is an Aladdin’s Cave for both new and of old toys, games and comics. Worth a visit if you like Dungeons and Dragons.

No 70. Langford’s Antiques is packet with Victorian and Edwardian Furniture and effects on two floors. It has an extensive stock of ephemera and eastern artefacts. Specialists in late 19th and 20th Century costume jewellery.

No 80/82.Salvation Army Charity shop is always worth a look for vintage clothing and Jewellery.

No 83. Brian Stevens Collectables is situated at Bellamy’s an ever changing mix of 20th Century items.

No 91 Seymour’s Fireplaces a mixture of original and period style fireplaces in Marble Slate or with wooden surrounds. Plus Custom made gas fires.
